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Once a student has completed their sentence in a youth detention center, and he or she is
returning to the LEA, the default placement for that student should be the home school
unless the case management consultation team (see Case Management Consultation for
Agency Placed Transfer Students Rule 160-4-8-.17) concludes that the best placement for
the child is an alternative setting. Certainly, any placement made by an IEP team shall
take precedence.

The case management consultation team shall consist of the school’s case manager, the
student, a DJJ counselor or local DJJ Community Service Officer (CSO) and respective
DJJ Juvenile Parole and Probation Specialist (JPPS), and the student’s
parent/guardian/foster parent. This meeting is to take place within five school days to
determine whether transition or other services are necessary for the student.

VIII. Students in the physical or legal custody of DHR or DJJ, or in
placements paid for by DHR or DJJ

Senate Bill 618 was enacted during the 2006 legislative session and amends O.C.G.A.

§ 20-2-133. Under this statute, all students who are “in the physical or legal custody of
the Department of Juvenile Justice or the Department of Human Resources, or in a
placement operated by the Department of Human Resources, or in a facility or placement
paid for by the Department of Juvenile Justice or the Department of Human Resources or
any of its divisions and who is physically present within the geographical area served by
a local unit of administration for any length of time is eligible for enrollment in the
educational programs of that local unit of administration.” O.C.G.A. § 20-2-133(b)(1).
The Georgia Department of Education will be working with LEAs who have residential
facilities with eligible children located within the system to implement Senate Bill 618
over a two-year period.

The next several paragraphs are excerpts or paraphrased language from the bill, which
will help explain which children must be enrolled by LEAs, who must notify the LEA
that they will be enrolling the child and when, and what documentation and records must
be provided.

» “A child will be considered in the physical or legal custody of the
Department of Juvenile Justice or the Department of Human Resources or
any of its divisions if custody has been awarded either temporarily or
permanently by court order or by voluntary agreement, or if the child has
been admitted or placed according to an individualized treatment or
service plan of the Department of Human Resources.” O.C.G.A. § 20-2-
133(b)(1).

» “No child in a youth development center, regardless of his or her custody
status, shall be eligible for enrollment in the educational programs of the
local unit of administration of the school district in which that youth
development center is located. No child or youth in the custody of the
Department of Corrections or the Department of Juvenile Justice and
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confined in a facility as a result of a sentence imposed by a court shall be
eligible for enrollment in the educational programs of the local unit of
administration of the school district where such child or youth is being
held.” O.C.G.A. § 20-2-133(b)(1).
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» “Except as otherwise provided in this code section” that is, when a parent
works with the Department of Human Resources to place a child in a
residential facility pursuant to a Medicaid waiver or in a placement paid
for by the Department of Human Resources, “placement in a facility by a
parent or another local unit of administration shall not create an obligation,
financial or otherwise, on the part of the local unit of administration in
which the facility is located to educate the child.” O.C.G.A. § 20-2-
133(b)(2).

» When a child in the physical or legal custody of the Department of
Juvenile Justice (“DJJ”) or the Department of Human Resources (“DHR”),
or in a placement operated by DHR, or in a facility or placement paid for
by DJJ or DHR or any of its divisions is going to move from one school
system to another, the custodian of the child or the agency placing the
child shall notify the appropriate LEA at least five days in advance of the
move, when possible. See O.C.G.A. § 20-2-133(b)(3).

» When the custodian of the child or agency placing the child in the
residential facility notifies the LEA that the child is going to be eligible for
enrollment in that LEA, the LEA shall request the transfer of educational
records, individualized education programs, and all education related
evaluations, assessments, social histories, and observations of the child
from the appropriate school system no later than ten days after receiving
notification. See O.C.G.A. § 20-2-133(b)(4).

FUNDING & CODING

During the 2006-2007 school year, the students who are in residential therapeutic
facilities and are placed there by DHR or DJJ (Youth Detention Centers are separate and
distinct and their own school system pursuant to O.C.G.A. Section O.C.G.A. § 49-4A-
127), will be enrolled pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 20-2-133 and the LEA in which the students
are enrolled will receive FTE funds for those children pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 20-2-161.

» The Georgia Department of Human Resources (DHR) is going to extend provider
contracts with the residential facilities for 60 days upon termination (June 30,
2006). This will enable the Georgia Department of Education (GDOE), DHR and
the Office of the Governor to ascertain the appropriate manner in which to fund
the gap between July 1, 2006 and the signing of the appropriations bill in the

7 This statute designates the Department of Juvenile Justice as a special school district. The statute requires
schools to meet the requirements of the law for public schools and rules and regulations of the State Board
of Education. Educational services and programs in the special school district are funded by the state so
that youth served in DJJ facilities receive the same quality and content of educational services as provided
to youth in school districts within the state.
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spring of 2007. GDOE has forward funded these students so that funds will be
available for these students in October of 2006 through the spring of 2007.

» The Facilities Coordinator for each LEA will submit a request to receive a school
number for each residential facility located within your LEA. The Facilities
Coordinator should indicate that it is a FTE reporting site. GDOE will assign a
school number for the residential facility.

» Every student who is eligible under SB 618 must be enrolled in the LEA and
placed in the LEA’s Student Information System (“SIS”). Accordingly, each
LEA must either (1) work with the residential facility to obtain all data elements
to enroll the students into their SIS, or (2) provide each residential facility within
their district access to the SIS software for their district. The LEA should provide
training to the residential facility on how to enter the student information into the
system if the opt for choice #2 above.

» FTE funds for students enrolled in the fall of 2006 will go to the LEA in which
the student was enrolled in the spring of 2007, once the General Assembly has
convened and the Governor has signed the appropriations bill.

» A Memoranda of Agreement will specify who will hire teachers and staff, how
staff will be hired, what type of oversight will be implemented, what standards
and criteria the facility must meet. Any current Memoranda of Agreement
already in place may continue to be implemented, as long as it addresses all
necessary provisions and does not violate state or federal law.

STAFF

The question as to whether the teachers in the residential treatment facilities will need to
meet the “highly qualified” requirements under No Child Left Behind will need to be
addressed by the Georgia Professional Standards Commission. Under state law, the
Georgia Professional Standards Commission (“GAPSC”) is the state entity responsible
for teacher quality and, as such, is the agency in charge of establishing and enforcing
professional teaching standards and certifying and licensing teachers. The GAPSC is one
of the lead agencies responsible for implementing the state’s No Child Left Behind
initiatives to identify “highly qualified” teachers, working in collaboration with the
Georgia Department of Education.

While all of the teachers in the facilities will not be expected to meet the highly qualified
requirements in year one of implementing Senate Bill 618, all of the residential facilities
should work with their teachers to ensure that they start the process of becoming highly
qualified, as they will be expected to meet the requirements eventually. Guidance from
“The Georgia Implementation Guidelines, The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Title I,
Part A, Criteria for ‘Highly Qualified’ Teachers” pp. 24- 25, revised September 2005, is
instructive as to the requirements teachers in the residential facilities will be expected to
meet.

TESTING & ACCOUNTABILITY

The students enrolled pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 20-2-133 will be tested like any other
student enrolled in a public school. Accordingly, students will take, among other tests,
the GKAP-R, the Criterion-Referenced Competency Tests (“CRCT”), the Norm-
Referenced Test, the National Assessment of Educational Progress, the Writing
Assessments, End-of-Course Tests, the English Language Proficiency Test (ACCESS),
and the Georgia High School Graduation Tests, or the Georgia Alternate Assessment,
when applicable. Now that these students are going to be tested, the following must
happen:

» Each facility must designate a School Test Coordinator at the testing site;

» Each School Test Coordinator must be trained and must attend all district-
announced meetings for School Test Coordinators;

» Each facility must have at least one certified educator that can administer the test
(the number of required certified educators depends upon the number of students
taking the test and the number of grades to be tested);

» Each facility must have a facility code;

» The facilities and those who handle the tests must be trained as to the protocols
and requirements for receiving, securely storing test materials and distributing and
administering tests;

» Each facility must provide the name and contact information (name, address,
telephone and e-mail) for the School Test Coordinator to their System Test
Coordinator.

In the 2006-2007 school year, each residential facility will receive a school code so that
students eligible under Senate Bill 618 will be tested and their scores will be reported
from that facility. Certain facilities may also be eligible for Title I services. A facility
with a school code must be included on the Title I, Part A section of the LEA
Consolidated Application rank list of schools. Actual Title I, Part A funding is
determined by the local school district in accordance with Title I, Part A, Section 113.

OTHER ISSUES

Students placed pursuant to a tuition grant or grant for residential and
reintegration services

If a LEA applies for and receives a tuition grant or grant for residential and reintegration
services for a student, that student will be funded through the tuition grant and will not be
enrolled by the residential facility in the LEA in which the facility is located. Instead,
that student will remain enrolled in the LEA that placed the child pursuant to the tuition
grant program and that LEA will maintain responsibility for that student. The student’s
test scores will be reported back to the home school. See O.C.G.A. § 20-2-133(b)(2).

Students placed in a residential facility by another LEA pursuant to an IEP
If a student is placed by another LEA pursuant to an IEP in a residential facility, the
placing LEA will maintain responsibility and accountability for that student. See
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0.C.G.A. § 20-2-133(b)(2). The student does not need to be enrolled in the LEA in
which the facility is located. O.C.G.A. Section 20-2-133(a) anticipates this type of
situation and states that “[a] local school system is authorized to contract with a
nonresident student’s system of residence for payment of tuition. The amount of tuition
paid directly by the system of residence shall be limited only by the terms of the contract
between systems.”

Parentally-placed students
If a parent directly places a student into a residential facility, that student does not need to
be enrolled in the LEA in which the facility is located. See O.C.G.A. § 20-2-133(b)(2).

IX. Missing Children Notification

It is recommended that the LEA superintendent or designee should notify local law
enforcement or the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children at 1-800-THE-
LOST after careful consideration of the evident facts if any of the following occur:

1.) If upon contacting the child’s previous school, officials at that school indicate that
the child’s records are flagged and that the child is a missing child;

2.) If a child is enrolled under a name other than the child’s name as it appears in the
identifying documents or records;

3.) If a person enrolling a student does not provide the documentation required by
this rule before the thirtieth day of provisional enrollment;

4.) If a person enrolling a student does not provide valid prior school information or
student records and circumstances exist which reasonably indicate that the student
may be a missing child; or

5.) If any document or affidavit received pursuant to this rule appears inaccurate or
suspicious in form or content based on the judgment of the superintendent or
designee.

X. Visas
F-1 Visas

F-1 students are non-immigrant students admitted to the United States temporarily to
pursue full-time academic studies in colleges, universities, seminaries, conservatories,
academic high schools, and other academic institutions. Students attending public school
in the U.S. holding F-1 visas are limited to 12 months of study. F-1 visas can no longer
be issued to attend public elementary or public middle schools. Before an F-1 visa for
public school can be issued, the student must show that the public school in the U.S. has
been reimbursed for the full, unsubsidized per capita cost of the education as calculated
by the school. See 8 U.S.C. § 1101(a)(15)(F)(i), 8 C.F.R. § 214.3.
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J-1 visas

The J visa is a non-immigrant visa, and participants in the J-1 Exchange Visitor Program
are expected to return to their home countries when they complete their programs. The
Exchange Visitor Program is carried out under the provisions of the Mutual Educational
and Cultural Exchange Act of 1961, as amended, 22 U.S.C. 2451 ef seq. (1988). Eligible
participants are between the ages of 15 and 18-and-a-half years at the time of initial
school enrollment, or have not completed more than 11 years of primary and secondary
school (excluding kindergarten). Students who have participated in an exchange program
are ineligible for participation in the high school program. Students are eligible for up to
one year of study in a United States public or private secondary school. See 22 C.F.R. §
62.25(a).

Sponsoring organizations may not under any circumstances facilitate the entry of any
foreign student into the United States without a school placement. They must obtain
written notice of a participant’s acceptance by the school from the principal or other
authorized school administrator. Sponsors may not enroll more than five students in one
school unless so requested in writing by the school. See 22 C.F.R. § 62.25(f).

The Exchange Visitor Program is administered by the Office of Exchange Coordination
and Designation in the Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs. The internet website
for information on the Exchange Visitor Program is:
http://exchanges.state.gov/education/jexchanges. At the conclusion of their program
Exchange Visitor program participants are expected to return to the home countries to
utilize the experience and skills they have acquired while in the United States.

Derivative visas for Spouses and Children

The spouse and minor children accompanying or following to join an F-1 student are
eligible for admission in F-2 status if the student is admitted in F-1 status. A new SEVIS
form I-20 is required for a dependent where there has been any substantive change in the
F-1 student's current information, such as extension of the end date of the program,
change of program or change of school. See 8 U.S.C. § 1101(a)(15)(F)(1), 8 C.F.R. §
214.3.

Spouses and/or children under the age of 21 who wish to accompany or join the principal
exchange visitor (J) visa holder in the United States for the duration of his/her stay
require exchange visitor visas (derivative J visas). The application procedure is the same
as that for a primary visa applicant. The sponsor must approve the accompaniment of the
spouse and/or children and who will each be issued their own Form DS-2019. This form
is used to obtain the required visa and the spouse and dependents can enter the U.S. at the
same time as the principal exchange visitor or at a later date. See 22 C.F.R. § 62.12.

XI. Withdrawal

A student shall be withdrawn by a parent, guardian, or “other person”

Section 2 (b) 1 of the rule seeks to clarify which individuals may withdraw a child from
school in compliance with O.C.G.A. § 20-2-780.

How to handle no-show students

Students not in attendance on the first day of school but expected based on prior year
enrollment should not accrue absences until the student is physically present and
attending. For example, if school starts on August 1 and the student does not start
attending school until August 5, the official attendance counting for that student will
begin as of August 5. LEAs should use the method and procedures in place within their
local Student Information System (SIS) regarding the withdrawal as a no-show.
Authority: O.C.G.A. § 20-2-693.

When Student Is Not Withdrawn According LEA Policies

When a parent, guardian, or “other person” does not withdraw a student from a current
school according to LEA policies, the date of withdrawal for a student shall be the last
school day of student attendance with proof of enrollment in a different school, school
system, private school or home study program. Enrollment in a participating GED
program of study may be considered within the broad definition of “school” program. If
a student is under suspension, on the date of withdrawal, the new school of enrollment
shall be notified of the terms of the suspension.

With no proof of enrollment in another school, school system, private school, or home
study program, a student shall be withdrawn from a school after 10 consecutive
unexcused absences or when the LEA provides documentation validating the student no
longer resides in the school’s attendance zone. The student withdrawal date shall be the
last day of attendance or the day the LEA obtains documentation validating the student
no longer resides in the school’s attendance zone.

Each superintendent or the superintendent’s designee shall use his or her best efforts to
notify the parent, guardian, or other person if the school system plans to withdraw such
student. The superintendent of the LEA or the superintendent’s designee shall document
a minimum of three (3) attempts to contact the parent, guardian, or “other person” for the
explicit purpose of holding a withdrawal conference.
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Withdrawal For students over 16 vyears of age

A student shall be withdrawn only through written permission of a parent, guardian or
“other person” and after a school-based conference is held with the principal (or his/her
designee) and the parent, guardian or other person. When a parent, guardian or “other
person” withdraws a student according to LEA policies and procedures, the student’s
withdrawal date shall be recorded as the last day of student attendance. If a student is
under suspension, on the date of withdrawal, the new school of enrollment shall be
notified of the terms of the suspension.

If a student is an unemancipated minor who is older than the age of mandatory attendance
as required in O.C.G.A. § 20-2-690.1(a) and who has not completed all requirements for
a high school diploma who wishes to withdraw from school, the student must have: (1)
the written permission of his or her parent, legal guardian or “other person” and (2) a
conference with a the principal or his/her designee within two school days of receiving
notice of the intent of the child to withdraw. This may be accomplished by an individual
or team containing one or more of the following members: (a) the principal (or designee),
(b) a counselor, academic advisor, or graduation coach, (c) a teacher who has taught the
student or knows the student well, (d) the student, and (e) the student’s parent, guardian
or “other person” for the explicit purpose of developing a Targeted Assistance Plan (see
page 7 of the Peach State Pathways: Educational and Career Planning tool-GADOE-
Attachment B). The conference attendees, using this planning tool, may outline the
detailed requirements, timeline, and necessary supports to lead the student to receive a
diploma credential.

* If the Targeted Assistance Plan (TAP) is accepted, the student will remain enrolled in
school and should be monitored by the High School Graduation Coach or counselor.

* If Targeted Assistance Plan (TAP) is rejected, the student continues with the
withdrawal process and the principal or designee completes the appropriate withdrawal
documentation for an unemancipated minor. In accordance with O.C.G.A. § 20-2-
690.1(e) (mandating that each LEA file a policy regarding the process of voluntary
withdrawal of emancipated minors) each district should develop a form for this process.
This policy, and related materials, shall be filed with the Georgia Department of
Education, Director of Policy at 2053 Twin Towers East, 205 Jesse Hill Jr. Drive SE,
Atlanta, GA 30334 no later than January 1, 2007. Further, each local Superintendent shall
provide the same information to the Principal of each school within the LEA serving
students in grades six through twelve. The Georgia Department of Education has
provided a model form and updated information from reliable sources related to the
consequences of withdrawing from school without completing all requirements for a high
school diploma (see Attachment C).
